Coordinators / Next year’s thoughts
· T. Sutliff – lots of last minute cancellations, ended up with an extra percussion judge
· Accomp. driving schedule – thoughts on that?
· Selection committee – lots of options available on John’s selection program to use.  We all need to use all of them to be consistent

· Discussion of how effective the selection committees worked

· Equalization feature takes care of some problems, like when someone has more than one instrument

· Beginning of next year, meet to discuss format of instruction sheet, maybe different for junior high than senior high

· Brian – worked well in elementary where there was a computer lab that they could all plug into

· Some teachers don’t mark “multiple;” mark the sheet for the student to indicate a preference if they make both ensembles

Adjudicators
· Jeff Welch:  Richard DePasquale’s email brought up a concern about kids playing in a room with a different type of judge.  Jeff scheduled as many judges as were needed; Tammy scheduled trumpets in trumpet rooms with the exception of level 4 or kids who were not  being considered for all-county

· Concerns:  Jeff encourages teachers to fill out the adjudicator feedback form.  He (and possible successor) will look into revising the form to include a choice for the teacher to keep the information confidential or share with the judge.

· Patty is in conversation with Dr. Kuhlman who wants to try to host elementary all-county and is negotiating fees with the facility.  Patty has high hopes for regular use for all-counties
