III. BOCES Library Update- Guest, Roger Wink
Refer to attached packet (Newsletter provided by Roger)
Highlights:

· Currently around 3200 titles, listed at BOCES website

· Growth ideas are all meant to be very controlled
· New database will include instrumentation, catalog numbers, correct amounts of copies, levels, duration
· We have joined the NY-Ontario chapter of the Music Library Association
· Promotion of the library a priority; first step is the “Music Library News” (attached)
· Goal to expand library with more literature accessible to beginners:  a library cooperative
· Looking into new technologies to help organize and update the library
Ex:  putting past performances of honor ensembles online or available to borrow to become familiar with past ensemble literature

· Send Roger your comments on pieces you’ve used to help develop a resource of information on the repertoire
· Roger is aiming to have the online database of repertoire updated once a month

· Projecting by April to have all pieces updated.

J. Gray:  Roger is doing an incredible job.  Executive board concurs.

Roger will send out the newsletter via email to all on MCSMA email list by Monday.

V. Ensemble Coordinators Reports
· Conductor Contracts – We have about half of the contracts in.  Keep sending them in to Steve
· Programs – Paul Maginn – still need JR High Band and Elementary Band and SR jazz, JR mixed choir.   Patty would like to get all programs in the October newsletter in the next week 


Paul would also like the order of pieces noted in all programs so he can start the actual performance program

· BOCES Music Order –Patty and Steve – the choirs have different needs this year because of the change in grade levels; JR Mixed needs a second piece.  We need to know who still needs to order pieces so we can tell if we have extra money for the second piece.  Pam F. only needs to order extra copies of a piece, not an entire piece.  Carrie’s piece is $200-250.  


Probably still need to order:  Elementary band, SH vocal jazz (3 pieces, 24 copies, $2 per copy – roughly $200 per year),

New Business
We do have a site for JR High All-County – Spencerport!  Thank you!

· All County Program- Bill Baldwin – opens a discussion about listing the names of all students in the ensemble:
· Proposal to not include the students’ names for a year (again) 

· Every year there are parents whose children’s names are either missing or misspelled.

· For those 4-5 upset parents, there are hundreds of  families that are pleased with the way their child’s name is in the program
· Motion to not include students’ names in this year’s program passes.

Discussion on handling the new policy:

· Exec. Board and teachers need to tell our participating parents that this change has happened for a trial period this year.  We will reevaluate this at the end of the year.

· Proposal to create a MCSMA certificate for teachers to give their students.

· Kristin Graham volunteers to create a certificate, email it to the board for approval, then make available on the MCSMA website

· Terry Taylor Award- Patty Welch/Tom Indiano – no applicants

Motion to use the money in another way this year, for example, more choral music.  Motion passes.  There will be no Terry Taylor award this year.
· Richard Snook Award – we need to start thinking of possible candidates for this award – contributors to music education in our county, not necessarily an educator


Jeff proposes Senator Jim Alessi:  has been a supporter of our music 
programs

IX. Other/Good of the Order
Tom Indiano – grants:  it may be time to contact the state with a grant proposal.  They need to have it in their hands by December.  Give ideas to Patty or Paul
Dec. 6 Sutherland HS is hosting “Bonerama” a funk trombone group from New Orleans  tickets:  $10 for students, $12 for adults; tickets are available at Wegmans, proceeds go to an organization of musicians in NO that rebuild houses for older musicians so they can come back

Alan Jones – Mansfield Univ. Bob Scott – working with Roch City and Channel 13 for choral groups to do music on weeknight evenings 5-8 pm at holiday time at the old Sibley bldg.  Patty had all info to include in the next newsletter.
They are also looking for corporate sponsors to provide transportation money for districts to get their choirs there.

Other…Rena – question about vocal jazz – submit application for vocal jazz choir, include past spring solo festival sheet.  Previous year spring NYSSMA sheets are weighted equally with current year MCSMA Jan. audition.
